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The graph shows the range of load and 
C of G height that can be maintained in 
balance. The shaded area of graph cor-
responds to those load/C of G combina-
tions that can be balanced over the full 
tilt range. The areas to the right indicate 
the progressively reducing tilt range with 
greater load and higher C of G. 

Where a load/C of G combination falls 
outside of the graph it will be necessary 
to increase or decrease the weight or the 
C of G height - if possible - to enable the 
head to balance the load.
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
